“The first 3 Rex Boeing 737-800s will take off between Sydney and Melbourne on 1 March 2021. 

Rex will begin with 9 Sydney-Melbourne return services a day. By Easter, 2 additional 737s will 

be added to expand our domestic network to Brisbane and other capital cities."
